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The demo will show an environment supporting different phases of an e-Science applications development and execution. An application from the bioinformatics domain will be used to present the core modules of the environment:
· The Virtual resource browser: VBrowser allows scientists to interactively access various resources, manipulate data (upload, download, search, annotate and view), start applications and monitor resources (status, control, notification). 
· A workflow system: WS-VLAM system has a set of client-side applications that allow scientists to design and monitor the execution of the workflows with intuitive interfaces, and provides also server-side applications, including a `workflow engine' that schedules and executes the workflow on the Grid. Ws-VLAM includes also tools for semantic annotation, a workflow repository, and it can be launched from the MyExperiment Bio-informatics portal. 

· A workflow aggregation framework: VLE-WFBus provides a multi-agent environment to recognize different workflow descriptions stored in the system, and to wrap and integrate legacy scientific workflows using different coordination agents in one experiment.
